
ARTICLE 1

TITLE AND PURPOSE

Whereas Michigan Public Act 184 of 1943, as amended, empowers the Township to enact a zoning ordinance and to provide for its administration, enforcement and amendment, and

Whereas the Township Board of Oxford Township deems it necessary for the purpose of promoting the health, safety, morals, and general welfare of the Township of Oxford to enact such an ordinance, and

Whereas the Oxford Township Planning Commission has submitted its report to the Township Board after giving reasonable consideration to the character of the districts and their peculiar suitability for particular uses, with a view to conserving the value of land and buildings and encouraging the most appropriate use of land throughout the Township, and

Whereas the Township has given due public notice of hearings relating to the zoning districts, regulations, and restrictions, and has held such public hearings, and

Whereas all requirements of Act 184, P.A. 1943, as amended, and Act 168, P.A. 1959, as amended, with regard to the preparation of this Ordinance and subsequent action by the Township Board have been met;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWNSHIP OF OXFORD, OAKLAND COUNTY, MICHIGAN AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 100.  TITLE
This Ordinance shall be known as the "Charter Township of Oxford Zoning Ordinance Number 67".

SECTION 101.  PURPOSE
The purpose of this Ordinance is to promote the public health, safety, morals, and general welfare; to encourage the proper use of land and natural resources in order to insure their protection and preservation and limit their improper use; to limit the inappropriate overcrowding of land and congestion of population, transportation systems and other public facilities; to provide adequate light, air and open spaces; to reduce hazards to life and property; to facilitate adequate and efficient provision for transportation systems, sewage disposal, water, energy, education, recreation, and other public service and facility requirements; to meet the needs of all citizens for food, fibre, energy, places of residence, recreation, employment, trade, service, and other uses of land; to insure that uses of the land shall be situated in appropriate locations and relationships; and to conserve the expenditure of funds for public improvements and services.
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
