
ARTICLE IX

RM, RESIDENTIAL MULTIPLE-FAMILY DISTRICT

SECTION 900.  INTENT
The RM districts are intended to contribute to the variety and diversification of the Township's housing supply by providing sites for multiple family residences at locations suitable for residential accommodations, in proximity to shopping areas and other services, with ease of access to existing and planned major thoroughfares, and where sanitary sewer services is available or planned.

SECTION 901.  PERMITTED PRINCIPAL USES
Unless otherwise permitted in this Ordinance, no building shall be erected and no building or land shall be used in the RM districts except for one or more of the following uses:

A.
Multiple family dwellings.

B.
Two-family dwellings.

C.
Accessory uses, such as private garages, carports, community pools and recreation areas, customarily incidental to the above permitted uses.

D.
Uses which, in the opinion of the Planning Commission, are similar to the above permitted uses.

SECTION 902.  SPECIAL LAND USES
The following special land uses shall be permitted only after proper notice has been given, and after review and approval by the Planning Commission, subject to the requirements and standards of Article 23 and the submission of a site plan conforming with the requirements of Section 2221.

A.
Churches (Section 2310).

B.
Convalescent or Rest Home (Section 2313).

C.
Community Building or Lodge Hall (Section 2312).

D.
Golf Course (Section 2315).

E.
Hospitals (Section 2317).

F.
Public Buildings without storage yards (Section 2329).

G.
Public and Private Parks (Section 2330).

H.
Nursery Schools and Day-Care Centers (Section 2324).

I.
Rooming House or Boarding House (Section 2333).

J.
Schools (Section 2334).

K.
Local Utility Structures (Section 2337).

L.
Special Senior Citizens' Apartment Housing (Section 2335).

SECTION 903.  SITE PLAN APPROVAL
A site plan shall be submitted for approval by the Planning Commission for any new use, addition to an existing use, structural alteration or substantial change in use.  Site plan approval is required for all permitted uses and special land uses in this district.

SECTION 904.  DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS
A.
Individual apartment buildings or clusters of attached single family dwellings shall maintain the following minimum separation requirements between buildings and/or clusters of attached units:

1.  Front to Front              100'

     
2.  Front to Side                55'

     
3.  Front to Rear                75'

     
4.  Side to Side                 30'

5.  Corner to Corner             30'

6.  Side to Rear                 50'

7.  Rear to Rear                 70'

B.
Detached single family units in RM districts shall maintain the following separation requirements:

1.  Front to Front               80'

2.  Front to Side                45'

3.  Front to Rear                75'

4.  Side to Side                 20'

5.  Corner to Corner             20'

6.  Side to Rear                 40'

7.  Rear to Rear                 70'

C.
The minimum setback of any building, structure, or dwelling from the centerline of an internal private street shall be seventy (70) feet.

D.
See Article 21, Schedule of Regulations, for height, bulk, density and area requirements, and for setback requirements from the outer perimeter property lines to all buildings and structures.
