
ARTICLE V

R-l, ONE-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICTS

SECTION 500.  INTENT
The R-l districts are intended to encourage a suitable environment for individuals and families, typically with children.  Permitted uses are basically limited to single family dwellings and their accessory uses, together with certain other uses such as schools, parks and playgrounds which provide a neighborhood environment.  Because of the smaller lot size of the R-l districts, developments are intended to be served by sanitary sewers.

SECTION 501.  PERMITTED PRINCIPAL USES
Unless otherwise permitted in this Ordinance, no building shall be erected and no building or land shall be used in the R-l districts except for one or more of the following:

A.
Single family dwellings.

B.
Home occupations.

C.
Accessory uses, such as a private garage, garden house, tool house, or swimming pool, customarily incidental to the above permitted uses.

D.
Uses which, in the opinion of the Planning Commission are similar to the above permitted uses.

SECTION 502.  SPECIAL LAND USES
The following special land uses shall be permitted only after proper notice has been given, and after review and approval by the Planning Commission, subject to the requirements and standards of Article 23 and the submission of a site plan conforming with the requirements of Section 2221.

A.
Churches  (Section 2310).

B.
Golf Course (Section 2315).

C.
Public Buildings, without storage yards (Section 2329).

D.
Public and Private Parks and Recreation Facilities (Section 2330).

E.
Schools (Section 2334).

F.
Local Utility Structures (Section 2337).

SECTION 503.  DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS
See Article 21, Schedule of District Regulations, for height, bulk, density, area, and setback requirements.
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
