
ARTICLE 7


SF-l, SF-2, SUBURBAN FARMS DISTRICTS

SECTION 700.  INTENT
The Suburban Farms districts are intended to foster a suitable environment for individuals and families , typically with children, that is more open and rural, and at a lower density than the R-l and R-2 districts.  Sanitary sewer service is not anticipated to be available within the Suburban Farms districts in the foreseeable future.

SECTION 701.  PERMITTED PRINCIPAL USES
Unless otherwise permitted in this Ordinance, no building shall be erected and no building or land shall be used in the SF-l and SF-2 districts except for one or more of the following:

A.
Single family dwellings.

B.
Home occupations.

C.
Growing of agricultural produce, such as fruits and vegetables, including a roadside stand for sale of products raised or grown on the premises, provided an adequate area is available for off-street parking.

D.
Private stables or pens for the keeping of horses, ponies, cattle, sheep, goats, and poultry which comply with the following:

1.
There shall be a minimum one-(1) acre lot size, with a minimum one-(1) acre per animal kept, not to exceed five (5) animals per lot or parcel.  For poultry, a maximum of ten (10) fowl may be kept on a minimum one (1) acre lot or parcel.

2.
Manure shall not be stockpiled closer than one hundred (100) feet to any lot line and shall be removed on a regular basis, at least once each year.

3.
All animals shall be fenced or corralled to prevent them from roaming off the owners property.

E.
Accessory uses, such as a private garage, garden house, greenhouse, swimming pool, and similar uses, customarily incidental to the above permitted uses.

F.
Uses which, in the opinion of the Planning Commission, are similar to the above permitted uses.

SECTION 702.  SPECIAL LAND USES
The following special land uses shall be permitted only after proper notice has been given, and after review and approval by the Planning Commission, subject to the requirements and standards of Article 23 and the submission of a site plan conforming with the requirements of Section 2221.

A.
Churches (Section 2310).

B.
Golf Course (Section 2315).

C.
Public Buildings, without storage yards (Section 2329).

D.
Public and Private Parks and Recreation Facilities (Section 2330).

E.
Schools (Sec. 2334).

F.
Local Utility Structures (Section 2337).

G.
Ponds (Section 2340).

H.
Cemeteries (Section 2309).
