
ARTICLE XIII


R, RECREATION DISTRICT

SECTION 1300.  INTENT
The Recreation Districts are intended to allow, with regulation, public and private recreational use of lands with such amenities as lakes, streams, pronounced topography, woodlands, certain further wetlands, flood plains and similar natural features.  It is further the intent of these districts that any use, improvement, or development of these lands should be designed to safeguard, preserve, and protect the natural features.

SECTION 1301.  PERMITTED PRINCIPAL USES
Unless otherwise permitted in this ordinance, no building shall be erected and no building or land shall be used in the Recreation districts except for one or more of the following:

A.
Public and private parks for outdoor recreation, but excluding motorized, off-road vehicles of all types.

B.
Golf courses and golf driving ranges.

C.
Boat liveries and marinas.

D.
A single, residential dwelling only for the owner, operator or caretaker of one of the above permitted uses.

E.
Uses which, in the opinion of the Planning Commission, are similar to the above permitted uses.

F.
Accessory buildings and uses, such as barns, maintenance buildings, swimming pools, bath houses, and the like, customarily incidental to the above permitted uses.

SECTION 1302.  SPECIAL LAND USES
The following special land uses shall be permitted only after proper notice has been given, and after review and approval by the Planning Commission, subject to the requirements and standards of Article 23 and the submission of a site plan conforming with the requirements of Section 2221.

A.
Campground, Overnight Camping Parks (Section 2307).

B.
Motels (Section 2323).

C.
Restaurants, Food Concession Stands (Section 2331).

D.
Riding Academies and Stables (Section 2338).

E.
Shooting Ranges and Gun Clubs (Section 2339).

SECTION 1303.  SITE PLAN APPROVAL
A site plan shall be submitted for approval by the Planning

Commission for any new use, addition to an existing use, structural alteration or substantial change in use for all permitted and special land uses in this district.

SECTION 1304.  DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS
A.
Buildings housing animals or maintenance equipment shall be set back at least one hundred (100) feet from all property lines.

B.
See Article 21, Schedule of Regulations, for height, bulk, density, area, and setback requirements.
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
