
ARTICLE XIV


C-1, LOCAL BUSINESS DISTRICT
SECTION 1400.   INTENT
The C-1 districts are intended to provide a limited number of locations for clusters of retail stores and personal service establishments for the everyday convenience of the nearby residential neighborhoods.  In order to protect nearby residential areas, all C-1 uses must be conducted within a completely enclosed building.

SECTION 1401.   PERMITTED PRINCIPAL USES.

Unless otherwise permitted in this Ordinance, no building shall be erected and no building or land shall be used in the C-1 district except for one or more of the following uses:

A.
Medical and dental offices, general and professional offices, banks, credit unions, and similar uses.

B.
Generally recognized retail business which supply commodities on the premises such as, but not limited to: groceries, meats, dairy products, baked goods or other foods, drugs, dry goods, clothing or notions, and hardware.

C.
Personal service establishments which perform services on the premises such as, but not limited to: watch, radio, television, or shoe repair, tailor shops, beauty parlors or barber shops, photographic studios, self-service laundries or dry cleaners, and printing.

D.
Laundry, dry cleaning establishments or pick-up stations, dealing directly with the consumer.  Central dry cleaning plants serving more than one retail outlet shall be prohibited.

E.
Restaurants, except drive-ins.

F.
Carry-out Restaurants, provided they are located in a  building which includes at least one other principal permitted use.

G.
Churches and other places of worship.

H.
Public buildings, excluding service or storage yards.

I.
Funeral homes.

J.
Accessory uses customarily incidental to the above permitted uses.

K.
Uses which, in the opinion of the Planning Commission, are similar to the above permitted uses.

SECTION 1402.   SPECIAL LAND USES
The following special land uses shall be permitted only after proper notice has been given, and after review and approval by the Planning Commission, subject to the requirements and standards of Article 23 and the submission of a site plan conforming with the requirements of Section 2221.

A.
Automobile Service Station (Section 2305).

B.
Nursery Schools, Day-Care Centers (Section 2324).

C.
Local Utility Structures (Section 2337).

SECTION 1403.   SITE PLAN APPROVAL
A site plan shall be submitted for approval by the Planning Commission for any new use, addition to an existing use, structural alteration or substantial change in use for all permitted uses and special land uses in this district.

SECTION 1404.   DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS
See Article 21, Schedule of Regulations, for height, bulk, density, area, and setback requirements.
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
