
ARTICLE XV


C-2, GENERAL BUSINESS DISTRICTS
SECTION 1500.  INTENT
The C-2 districts are intended to provide sites for more intensive and more diversified business types that would typically serve community and regional trade areas and might have a negative impact on adjoining residential areas because of intensity or outdoor activities.

SECTION 1501.  PERMITTED PRINCIPAL USES
Unless otherwise permitted in this ordinance, no building shall be erected and no building or land shall be used in this district except for one or more of the following uses:

A.
Any retail, personal service, or office use.

B.
Automobile service stations, auto parts and accessory sales, and other similar types of light auto repair facilities that do not have outdoor storage of materials, wastes or damaged and wrecked vehicles.

C.
Full-serve or self-serve car wash when contained in a building.

D.
Veterinary offices and clinics, excluding kennels.

E.
New car or boat sales offices and showrooms, including accessory service facilities, provided that outdoor sales areas for used cars and boats are permitted only as an accessory use to the new vehicle dealership.

F.
Clubs, lodge halls, rental or catering halls, and similar uses.

G.
Funeral homes.

H.
Hotels and motels.

I.
Bus passenger stations.

J.
Utility distribution system structures.

K.
Accessory uses customarily incidental to the above permitted uses.

L.
Uses which, in the opinion of the Planning Commission, are similar to the above permitted uses.

SECTION 1502.  SPECIAL LAND USES
The following special land uses shall be permitted only after proper notice has been given, and after review and approval by the Planning Commission, subject to the requirements and standards of Article 23 and the submission of a site plan conforming with the requirements of Section 2221.

A. 
Auto Service Centers (section 2304).

B.
Commercial Outdoor Recreation (Section 2311).

C.
Drive-in Restaurant (Section 2314).

D.
Kennels, Commercial (Section 2321).

E. 
Nursery Schools, Day-Care Centers (Section 2324).

F.
Outdoor Sales Lots (Section 2325).

SECTION 1503   SITE PLAN APPROVAL
A site plan shall be submitted for approval by the Planning Commission for any new use, addition to an existing use, structural alteration or substantial change in use for all permitted uses and special land uses in this district.

SECTION 1504.  DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS
See Article 21, Schedule of Regulations, for height, bulk, density, area, and setback requirements.
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
