
ARTICLE XVII


O, OFFICE DISTRICTS

SECTION 1700.  INTENT
The Office Districts are intended to provide a suitable location for office uses that are typically lower in intensity than commercial and industrial uses.  Office districts can often serve as a transition between more intensive business uses and nearby residential neighborhoods.

SECTION 1701.  PERMITTED PRINCIPAL USES
Unless otherwise permitted in this Ordinance, no building shall be erected and no building of land shall be used in the Office District except for one or more of the following uses:

A.
Office buildings for occupations such as, real estate, accounting, clerical, stenographic, insurance, legal, architectural, engineering and similar professions and general office uses.

B.
Medical and dental offices, including clinics.

C.
Public buildings and utility company buildings, without service buildings or storage yards.

D.
Banks, credit unions, and similar uses.

E.
Churches and similar places of worship.

F.
Retail and service businesses normally associated with and complimentary to office districts such as, office supplies, business machine sales and repair, while-you-wait printers, and similar uses.  All questions regarding whether a retail or service business is compatible with the Office District shall be resolved by the Planning Commission after considering the need for a transition from C-1, C-2 and C-3 districts to nearby residential areas.

G.
Funeral homes.

H.
Accessory uses customarily incidental to the above permitted uses.

I.
Uses which, in the opinion of the Planning Commission, are similar to the above permitted uses.

SECTION 1702   SPECIAL LAND USES
The following special land uses shall be permitted only after proper notice has been given, and after review and approval by the Planning Commission, subject to the requirements and standards of Article 23 and the submission of a site plan conforming to the requirements of Section 2221.

A.
Convalescent or Rest Home (Section 2313).

B.
Nursery Schools, Day-Care centers (Section 2324).

C.
Indoor Health and Racquet Clubs (Section 2319).

D.
Local Utility Structures (Section 2337).

SECTION 1703.  SITE PLAN APPROVAL
A site plan shall be submitted for approval by the Planning Commission for any new use, addition to an existing use, structural alteration or substantial change in use.  Site plan approval is required for all permitted uses and special land uses in this district.

SECTION 1704.  DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS
See Article 21, Schedule of Regulations, for height, bulk, density, area, and setback requirements.
