
ARTICLE XX


R-O, RESEARCH-OFFICE DISTRICT
SECTION 2000.  INTENT
The Research-Office Districts are intended to provide sites for uses which combine research, office, manufacturing, and/or educational activities within the same building or group of buildings in a campus or planned development atmosphere.  All activities within the Research-Office Districts are intended to occur within completely enclosed buildings to that there will be no external physical effects on adjoining properties in other districts.

SECTION 2001.  PERMITTED PRINCIPAL USES
Unless otherwise permitted in this ordinance, no building shall be erected and no building or land shall be used in the R-O districts except for one or more of the following uses:

A.
Any use whose principal function is basic research, design, and/or pilot or experimental product development.

B.
Any use whose principal function is technical training.

C.
Pharmaceutical manufacturing and similar or related uses, excluding retail sales.

D.
Universities, and similar institutions, providing technical education.

E.
Closely related retail and personal service uses providing goods and services to businesses and employees in R-O districts, such as, banking branch offices, medical clinics and offices, medical laboratories, restaurants, printing or photographic reproduction, and similar uses, only when located in a building or complex housing one or more uses listed in A through D above.

F.
Accessory uses, such as administrative offices of a permitted use, customarily incidental to the above permitted uses.

G.
Uses which, in the opinion of the Planning Commission, are similar to the above permitted uses.

SECTION 2002.
PLANNED DEVELOPMENT REVIEW PROCESS.
All R-O, Research-Office uses, including any new use, addition to an existing use, structural alteration, or substantial change in use, shall be reviewed in accordance with Section 2228 - Planned Development Review Process.

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SECTION 2003.  DEVELOPMENT REGULATIONS
A.
All uses in R-O districts shall comply with the Performance Standards of Section 2216.

B.
All uses shall be housed in a completely enclosed building except for the growing of plant materials that are incidental to the conducting of basic research.  Temporary outdoor storage of trash or other wastes generated by a permitted use shall be screened from view by a 5 to 8 foot high masonry wall or completely obscuring fence approved by the Planning Commission.

C.
Storage of oil, gasoline, certain chemicals, and similar materials with flammable or explosive hazard shall conform with all rules and regulations of the State Fire Marshall.

D.
See Article 21, Schedule of Regulations, for the height, bulk, density, area, and setback requirements.
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
