FOOTNOTES TO SECTION 2100.
(a)
Every lot or parcel shall have frontage on a public street or on a private street approved by Oxford Township in accordance with Section 2207.  (Amended  2/12/97
Effective 3/21/97)

(b)
Front yard setbacks shall be calculated from the proposed right of way line as designated on the adopted Thoroughfare Plan of Oxford Township for public roads and from the edge of the road easement for private roads.  For lakefront lots, the lakefront setback shall be considered a rear yard for purposes of calculating the required setbacks.  Setbacks shall be taken from the edge of water, sea wall, or the ordinary high water line, whichever is closest to the front property line.

For purposes of the above calculations, a den, library, or other extra room shall be counted as a bedroom.  In addition to the above requirements, no RM development shall exceed an overall density of 10 units per acre.

The minimum side and rear setback for any non-residential building or sign on a lot adjoining a residential district shall be at least equal to the height of the proposed non-residential building or sign.  No building, sign, outdoor storage, dumpster enclosure, or industrial activity shall be located within 75’ of any residential district.

All M-1 projects shall have a minimum overall project size of five (5) acres.  The minimum overall project site may include multiple individual building sites for individual light industrial uses and activities.  The minimum area and width for each individual building site shall be determined by complying with all Township requirements for landscaping, greenbelt, building setbacks from property lines, on-site parking facilities, loading and unloading area, and any additional and ancillary features required for Site Plan approval.  The minimum lot width for an overall project site in a M-1 district shall be three hundred (300) feet.

All M-2 projects shall have a minimum overall project size of ten (10) acres.  The minimum overall project site may consist of one or more individual building sites.  The minimum area and width for each individual building site shall be determined by complying with all Township requirements for landscaping, greenbelt, building setbacks from property lines, on site parking facilities, loading and unloading area, and any additional and ancillary features required for site plan approval by the Planning Commission.  The minimum lot width for an overall project site in an M-2 district shall be five hundred (500) feet.

Interior side yards are not required, subject to any regulations of the Building Code, if adequate access for parking, delivery, and emergency services is provided.

(k)
Unbuildable areas, such as lakes, ponds, flood plains, wetlands, and the like, shall not be included as a part of the net land area during the calculation of allowable density for residential developments.  Further, the minimum required homesite area for condominium developments shall not include any portion of an open water body, regulated wetland area, flood plain, or similar sensitive natural features of the development site. Corner lots in subdivision plats or acreage developments and corner sites in condominium subdivisions that are less than 105 feet in width, shall be established at least twenty-five (25) feet wider than interior lots, interior parcels or interior sites to provide adequate width for the required front building setback from both streets. The minimum overall lot size for a project in the C-3 district shall be five (5) acres.  A minimum overall project of five (5) acres may include multiple individual building sites or building lots for individual buildings.  The minimum area and width for each individual site or building lot shall be determined by complying with all Township requirements for landscaping, greenbelts, building setbacks from property lines, on-site parking facilities, loading and unloading areas, and similar ancillary features required for site plan approval. The minimum front setback permitted in an approved Planned Residential Development is thirty feet (30').

(o) The minimal parcel area shall be at least one acre where the parcel is not serviced by a public sanitary sewer system.

(p)
Wetland/watercourse setback

(1) For any use requiring site plan approval, condominiums subdivision plan approval, plat approval, private or public road approval, or a Land Improvement Permit under Ordinance No. 108 as amended, there shall be maintained in all districts a wetland and watercourse setback, as provided herein, unless and to the extent, it is determined to be in the public interest not to maintain such a setback.  The intent of this provision is to require a minimum setback from wetlands and watercourses, and to regulate property within such setback in order to:

a. Prevent physical harm, impairment or destruction of or to such wetlands and watercourses.  It has been determined that, in the absence of such a minimum setback, intrusions in or on to such areas would occur, resulting in harm, impairment or destruction of the same contrary to the public health, safety and general welfare.

b. Protect unique wildlife habitat and habitat transition, including, without limitation, feeding, nesting, resting and traveling areas for numerous animals.

c. Protect surface water run-off and water quality for pollution prevention purposes, and assist in beneficial water recharge for drinking, irrigation and other purposes.

d. Provide water storage area in storm events.

e. Provide areas for recreational or other functional uses which are unique due to geographic relationship to natural feature.

f. Preserve aesthetic views and areas for the enjoyment of natural resources.

g. Preserve threatened and endangered species habitat, including upland species.

h. Reduce the need for on-site and off-site storm water storage capacity based upon the availability of a greater area of absorption and a smaller impervious area.

i. Stabilize and protect soil resources, including the prevention of erosion and prohibition of the loss due to moving water resulting in destruction of upland, structures and infrastructure on the upland, and prevention of the alteration of the course of moving waters.

This regulation is based on the police power, for the protection of the public health, safety and welfare, including the authority granted in the Zoning Enabling Act.

(2) For purposes of this regulation the terms "wetland" or "watercourse" shall be defined as set forth in Charter Township of Oxford Ordinance No. 80B.  The setback required to be maintained by this regulation shall be twenty-five (25) feet from the boundary of a wetland, and twenty-five (25) feet from the ordinary highwater mark of a watercourse.

(3) Within an established wetland or watercourse setback subject to this Footnote (p), unless and only to the extent determined to be in the public interest by the body undertaking plan review, there shall be no deposition of any material, removal of any soils, minerals and/or vegetation, dredging, filling or land balancing, or construction of any temporary or permanent structures.

(4) In determining whether proposed activities are in the public interest, the benefit which would reasonably be expected to accrue from the proposal shall be balanced against the reasonably foreseeable detriments of the construction or other activity, taking into consideration the local, state, and national concern for the protection and preservation of the natural feature in question.  If, as a result of such a balancing, there remains a debatable question whether the proposal is clearly in the public interest, authorization for the construction or other activity within the setback shall not be granted.  The following general criteria shall be applied in undertaking this balancing test:

a. The relative extent of the public and private need for the proposed activity.

b. The availability of feasible and prudent alternative locations and methods to accomplish the expected benefits from the activity.

c. The extent and permanence of the beneficial or detrimental effects which the proposed activity may have on the public and private use to which the area is suited, including the benefits the wetland or watercourse setback provides.

d. The probable impact of the proposed construction or other activity in relation to the cumulative effect created by other existing and anticipated activities in the wetland or watercourse to be protected.

e. The probable impact on recognized historic, cultural, scenic, ecological, or recreational values, and on fish, wildlife and the public health.

f. The size and quantity of the wetland or watercourse setback being considered.

g. The amount and quantity of the remaining wetland or watercourse setback.

h. Proximity of the proposed construction and/or operation in relation to the wetland or watercourse, taking into consideration the degree of slope, soil type and the nature of the wetland or watercourse to be protected.

i. Economic value, both public and private, of the proposed construction and/or operation, and economic value, both public and private, if the proposed construction and/or operation were not permitted.

j. The necessity for the proposed construction and/or operation.

(5) If and to the extent the Township is prohibited by law or ordinance from regulating the proposed activity in or on the respective wetland or watercourse, regulation under this Section shall be exempted.
