SECTION 2206.  FLOOD PLAIN PROTECTION
A. Any use within any Flood Plain shall comply with the Michigan Building Code, the Michigan Residential Code, and any other code adopted or enforced by the Township.

B. Any use within the Flood Plain, of a Watercourse the tributary area of which is greater than two square miles, must comply with all applicable state laws, including all relevant MDEQ regulations.

C. Any filling within any Flood Plain, of a Watercourse the tributary area of which is less than two square miles, must be compensated for by the excavation of an equal amount of earth from the same Flood Plain so as to ensure, as certified by a certified engineer and subject to the approval of the Township Engineer, that the net capacity of the Flood Plain has not been reduced and that surrounding properties will not be negatively affected.

D. If Flood Plain delineation reports are not available, then the Flood Plain shall be determined by a certified engineer, using acceptable engineering practice; if development subject to site plan review is proposed for property that does not include a Flood Plain, then the engineer shall so certify.  Such determination shall be subject to review and approval by the Township and the Michigan Department of Environmental Quality (MDEQ).
