SECTION 2307.   CAMPGROUNDS, OVERNIGHT CAMPING PARKS
Campgrounds and overnight camping parks for tents, campers, travel trailers, and similar recreational vehicles may be permitted on a minimum site of twenty (20) acres in Recreation districts, subject to the following:

A.
There will be no permanent storage of tents, campers, or travel trailers, and mobile home units will not be allowed in the development.  No individual tent or recreational vehicle may occupy the same site in any campground for periods longer than thirty (30) days.

B.
Accessory commercial uses, such as convenience food stores, gift shops, self-service laundries, and similar uses, shall be housed in a single building and designed to serve primarily the needs of park users and shall provide off-street parking in accordance with the standards of this ordinance.

C.
Where a campground site abuts property zoned residential, the entire perimeter shall be properly fenced.  In addition, no active use areas shall be situated within 100 feet of the abutting residential zone and a 30 foot wide greenbelt shall be provided unless a dense growth of natural vegetation already exists.
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
