SECTION 2314.   DRIVE-IN RESTAURANT
Because of the auto-oriented character of drive-in restaurants and similar establishments, they shall be permitted in C-2 Districts only, provided the following conditions are met:

A.
A setback of at least sixty (60) feet from the planned

future street right-of-way lines shall be maintained.

B.
Ingress and egress points shall be located at least fifty (50) feet from the intersection of any two (2) street right-of-way lines or an abutting residential district.

C.
Lighting shall be shielded so that it does not project onto abutting residential districts, nor shall it interfere with driver visibility on nearby streets.

D.
The side and rear of the parcel abutting any residential district shall be screened from view by a 6 foot high masonry wall of face brick or precast masonry panels with the appearance of face brick.  The Planning Commission may substitute a decorative, pressure treated wood fence where a fence is determined to be more appropriate.

E.
If the use includes drive-up windows, 10 off-street waiting spaces shall be provided for each drive-up window, separate from the maneuvering lanes within the parking lot.  The drive-up window and waiting spaces shall be designed to direct customer vehicles onto the site quickly and safely, particularly with regard to pedestrian traffic, and shall not cause vehicles to wait or stand within a public right-of-way.

F.
All outdoor trash storage areas shall be completely screened from view, shall be designed to prevent blowing trash, and shall be maintained so as not to cause unpleasant odors on any adjoining properties.

G.
The property shall be kept free of trash and blowing debris and shall be policed and cleaned-up at least daily.
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
