SECTION 2331.   RESTAURANTS, FOOD CONCESSION STANDS
Restaurants and food concession stands may be permitted in the Recreation (R) districts subject to the following:

A.
All such uses shall be accessory to a permitted recreational use on the same property.

B.
All areas for off-street parking shall be arranged so as not to interfere with the normal use of any adjoining residential properties.  The Planning Commission may require screening by means of a masonry wall, fence, or greenbelt and shall choose the method that is most appropriate to the adjoining uses.

C.
All areas for storage of trash and other wastes shall be completely screened from view by an enclosure consisting of masonry walls with necessary gates.  A regular schedule of removal shall be maintained so that insects, odors, and other nuisances associated with food wastes do not become a problem for neighboring uses.
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
